PARKS AND OPEN SPACES

Attendees were asked how many parks there are in Mold and were asked to name them. A list of parks in Mold was then provided and attendees were surprised by how many are available. 

Parks and Open Spaces in Mold:

1. Maes Bodlonfa Park / Ornamental Gardens – A central park featuring ornamental gardens and recreational facilities. 

2. Bailey Hill – A historic motte-and-bailey castle site, now serving as a public park with a play area. 

3. Gas Lane Playing Fields – Open playing fields providing space for various sports and activities. 

4. Park Avenue Playing Fields – Recreational fields located on Park Avenue. 

5. Maes-Y-Dre Playing Field / Land – A designated area for sports and community events. 

6. Maes Bodlonfa Recreation Ground – Includes a bowling green, tennis courts, and a play area. 

7. Park Avenue Play Area – A children's play area situated on Park Avenue. 

8. Ffordd Pentre Play Area – A neighbuorhood play area located on Ffordd Pentre. 

9. Maes Y Dre Play Area – A play area serving the Maes Y Dre community. 

10. Lon Cae Del/Chestnut Road Play Area – A play facility located at Lon Cae Del and Chestnut Road. 

11. Chapel Street Play Area – A play area situated on Chapel Street. 

12. Hawthorn Avenue Play Area – A neighbourhood play area located on Hawthorn Avenue. 
Participants were asked if anything was currently missing from the parks in Mold. Suggestions included the need for more litter bins, additional slides, swings, climbing frames, benches, and trees to enhance the facilities. Students also recommended that more play areas be located closer to housing estates to improve accessibility for families. One suggestion was to provide litter pickers at all parks for visitors to borrow, helping to keep the play areas clean and well-maintained.
