Discussions took place with regards to safety in Mold, the following comments were made by students:

· Only feel safe in the day – it feels ‘rough’ at night.

· Too many pubs in Mold

· Feel very safe walking in Mold. 

· Too much traffic in the Highstreet

· More time is needed on the crossings (more time to cross the road).

· Too many cars that park on pavements

Solutions proposed by students:

· More street lights

· More Police

· Longer time on crossings

· Streetlights to come on earlier in winter months

· More free parking – reduces parking on pavements.

· Warnings to be placed on cars, parked on the pavement

CLIMATE CHANGE 
· Attendees advised that Climate Change is talked about frequently in school during lessons. 
· Concerns were raised with regards to the amount of littering/ fly tipping specifically in play areas/parks 

· It takes 500 years to for plastic to break down – more recycling bins across the town. 
The following ideas were proposed by the Mold Primary Youth Town Council:

· Take all living creatures out of the River Alyn, clean river and then place wildlife back. 

· More buses/ public transport is needed – free of cheaper to encourage more use. 

· Encourage people to walk to school, work and shops

· Encourage car share schemes.

· Create a collage of rubbish and display in town centre – created from litter collected from the town.

· Promote recycling on posters, adverts, social media and website

· Solar panels on shop roofs.
